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LEGISLATIVE CORNER

Having a problem in your jurisdiction with vehicles parked along the right of ways being
offered for sale, commonly known as curbstoning? You may now have some relief, if you
convince your jurisdiction to adopt a new ordinance that would allow you to enforce these
new state statutes.

On June 3", the Governor signed House Bill No. 631 that revised Chapter 316.1951, Parking
for certain purposes prohibited; sale of motor vehicles; prohibited acts.

In summary, the bill removes the requirement that the Department of Highway Safety and
Motor Vehicles adopt a uniform written notice to be used to enforce provisions that prohibit
parking a motor vehicle on certain property for the purpose of displaying the motor vehicle as
being for sale, hire, or rental and removes the requirement that each law enforcement agency
provide its own notice for such enforcement.

A new provision added authorizes a local government to adopt an ordinance to enforce such
provisions and authorizes a code enforcement officer from any local government agency to
enforce such provisions. The revision also provides for immediate removal of a motor vehicle

in violation of specified provisions and provides for assessment of a fine in addition to towing

and storage fees, requiring a release form prescribed by the department to be completed
before release of the motor vehicle. I f you
