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Summary Sheet for the March 2008 Proposed Amendment  to the FACE By-Laws 
 
As required by Article VIII of the FACE By-Laws, the Legislative and Judicial Review Committee, at the request 
of the Board of Directors, presented proposed By-Laws amendment to the Board of Directors, on February 23, 
2008, who reviewed and approved the proposed changes for presentation to the membership to be voted on for 
possible amendment. 
 
Amendments are authorized by a majority of votes cast by ballots received from Active Members only. 
 
If approved, such amendment shall take effect thirty (30) calendar days from the date of the publication of the 
voting results.  It is planned to have the results posted in the May 2008 INTERFACE with an effective date in 
June 2008. 
 
In summary the change includes: 
 
ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS. Sectio n 2. Eligibility for Office . 
 
This change is to add the names of the certification courses for increased emphasis of the actual title of the 
individual certifications.  Also with the recent addition of the Officer Safety and Field Applications (Level IV) 
certification, the Board of Directors felt that the 2010 Conference (after June 1, 2010) gave sufficient time for 
those members seeking the office of the 2nd Vice President to attend and complete the new course.  Elections in 
2008 and 2009 would not require a member to be certified in this new course. 
 
ARTICLE IV, Section 4. Duties of Officers.  
 
This change is to redistribute the duties of the office of 1st and 3rd Vice President specifically to move the duties 
of Editor of the Newsletter to the 3rd Vice President.  With the addition of the member’s only section on the 
association website, the membership roster is now a live document and no longer requires the task of assembly 
and verification and has allowed more time for the 3rd Vice President to assume this role and allow the 1st Vice 
President to concentrate on the duties as the Program Committee chair
